Solr is an open source enterprise search server based on the Lucene Java search library, with
XML/HTTP and JSON APIs, hit highlighting, faceted search, caching, replication, and aweb
administration interface. It runsin a Java servlet container such as Tomcat.

Solr, asearch server based on Lucene, has been accepted into the Apache Incubator. Solr was
originally developed by CNET Networks, and iswidely used within CNET to provide high
relevancy search and faceted browsing capabilities.
