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Special Escaping Characters

Standard HL 7 field delimiters represented by the “~ , &, | 7 (tilde, ampersand, pipe)
characters, aswell asthe commonly used VistA “/” (caret), are sometimes needed by
users of Outpatient Pharmacy in various fields to provide complete information about a
patient or order. The use of these characters can cause sending and receiving software to
format HL7 messages incorrectly, and/or construct/deconstruct the information
incorrectly. Dataloss can also occur if datais truncated at one of the special delimiter
characters.
