Surgeon’s Verification of Diagnosis & Procedures
[SROVER]

Surgeons use this option to verify that the stated procedure(s), diagnosis, and occurrences are correct for a
case. With this option, the surgeon can update the Operation Name, Planned CPT Code, Diagnosis, and
Intraoperative Occurrences before verifying the case. If the case has aready been verified, the user will be
asked whether to re-verify it.

If the user responds Y ES to the prompt "Do you need to update the information above ?' the software
will provide a summary for editing.

3 If there are no occurrences, the INTRAOP OCCURRENCES field should be |eft blank. Do not
gi enter NO or NONE.

The procedure and diagnosis codes are the codes captured with clinical data, and are supplied as defaults
to the Coder when entering the final codes that will be sent to PCE.

Service Classifications

Information relating to a patient’ s status of Service Connected (SC) and Environmental Indicators (El) are
captured during patient registration. The Surgery software receives this data from enrolIment and displays
it when the user creates a case.

In the Surgery software, the patient’ s Service Classification status is determined at the case level when the
caseis created. The user can further refine status designations, not only per case, but also per diagnosis.

The system defaults the case-level Service Classification indicators into each Other Postop Diagnosis
field as the user adds the Other Postop Diagnoses. The system allows the user to edit these fieldsiif the
user determines that the defaulted value isincorrect.
